NO MAN'S LAND BACK COUNTRY HORSEMEN

CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I: PURPOSE

1. To perpetuate the common sense use and enjoyment of horses in America's back country and Wilderness areas.

2. To work to insure that public lands remain open to recreational stock use.

3. To assist the various government and private agencies in their maintenance and management of said resource.

4. To educate, encourage, and solicit active participation in the wise and sustaining use of the back country resource by horsemen and the general public commensurate with our heritage.

5. To foster and encourage the formation of new state back country horsemen's organizations.

ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Membership shall be composed of any individual interested in promoting the purpose as stated in Article I.

Section 2. Associate membership may be acquired by individuals, businesses, or organizations interested in supporting the purpose as stated in Article I.

Section 3. Membership dues shall be paid annually. Immediate family groups may be eligible for a group rate on dues.

Section 4. Associate memberships dues may be different from ordinary membership dues.

Section 5. Any person 15 years of age or younger, not otherwise qualifying for membership with a family group and interested in promoting the five purposes as stated in Article I, may be accorded a Junior membership rate on dues.

ARTICLE III: VOTING

Section 1. Each member 16 years of age or older and in good standing shall be entitled to one (1) vote on all matters voted upon during a regular or special meeting.

Section 2. Associate members may, at any time of membership application or renewal, designate one person who will be considered a voting member.

Section 3. A simple majority of members in good standing, voting when the organization is in session, shall be required to conduct that business requiring group action, providing a quorum is present, and except for removal of Officers, which is provided for herein.

ARTICLE IV: 

Section 1. Regularly monthly meetings shall be established and held at a time decided by a majority vote at regular meetings.

Section 2. Regular monthly meetings shall be alternated between communities within the area of membership to a degree that is practical.

Section 3. Special meetings may be called by the President or upon written request signed by any ten (10) voting members in good standing.

Section 4. Ten (10) voting members in good standing shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any regular or special meeting of this organization. 

Section 5. Notice shall be given of all meetings.

ARTICLE V: OFFICERS

Section 1. Officers of this organization shall be a president, a vice president, a secretary, a treasurer and such other officers as the voting membership may, from time to time, create.

Section 2. Any vacancy in any office, for the balance of such term (except president, which will automatically be filled by the vice president) shall be filled by special election.

Section 3. All elected Officers must be members in good standing.

ARTICLE VI: DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1. The supreme power and authority of this organization shall be lodged in its assembled meetings, and the Officers shall conform to the wishes and instructions of such organization, but subject to such control and direction by the organization, the Officers shall have all needful authority to execute the purposes of this organization.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings of the organization, and to exercise general executive control over the affairs of said organization, and to call special meetings of the organization, and to perform all other duties pertaining to such office. He may also co-sign checks for the disbursement of funds.

Section 3. The Vice President shall assist the President when called upon to do so, and in his absence, shall be vested with all the powers and duties of the president. He may also co-sign checks for the disbursement of funds.

Section 4. The Secretary shall record and keep the minutes of all regular, special, and Board meetings; shall register the names of the members; issue notices and perform such other duties as pertain to such office.

Section 5. The Treasurer shall collect dues, keep and disburse all funds of the organization and shall keep a written account of same which shall be open for inspection by any member in good standing, and shall furnish a written report of the state of the finances monthly, and shall be one of the three check signers of record, any two of which may validate a check. All funds shall be kept in a bank account.

ARTICLE VII: ELECTIONS

Section 1. All Officers shall be elected by a majority vote at the regularly scheduled December meeting, and will, in turn, appoint their committee members, as necessary to accomplish their committee functions.

Section 2. No officer shall hold the same office for more than three (3) consecutive terms.

Section 4. A nominating committee of three members shall be elected one month prior to regular election of officers.

Section 5. The purpose of the nominating committee shall be to provide a list of suitable candidates for this organization's Officers to the membership. Nomination for Officers may also be provided by the membership from the floor, prior to the election.

ARTICLE VIII: REMOVAL OF OFFICERS

Section 1. Any Officer may be relieved of his/her duties by an action instituted by a majority vote of voting members at a regular meeting.

Section 2. Notification of action to remove an Officer must be made at the regular meeting preceding the meeting that the action is to take place.

Section 3. Action to remove an Officer requires a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of voting members at a regular meeting.

ARTICLE IX: COMMITTEES

Section 1. The committees, necessary for the function of this organization, shall be designated by the organization's President.

Section 2. The committee chairmen shall be appointed by the President and will in turn appoint their committees' members as necessary to accomplish their committees' functions.

ARTICLE X: AMENDMENTS

Section 1. This constitution and by-laws may be amended at any regular meeting or special meeting of the organization by a majority vote, provided that notice of such proposed amendment or amendments shall be given to the organization at a regular meeting preceding the submission of such proposed amendments.
