The Right to Ride Livestock on Federal Lands Act of 2003 (H.R. 2966) has been introduced by Representative George Radanovich (R-CA).  The bill, known as the "Right to Ride Bill" was passed in the House last session.  Senator Mike Crapo (R-ID) recently introduced a companion bill (S. 781) in the Senate.
